1.0 Preamble
Pursuant to the Memorandum of Understanding between The University of the South Pacific, a body incorporated by the Royal Charter of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II and having its principal address at Laucala Campus, Suva, Fiji (hereinafter referred to as ‘USP’), and Partner organisation. 
This Letter of Agreement is designed to foster mutual cooperation in teaching and research between The University of the South Pacific (Department/Faculty) and the Partner Organisation in areas of common interest. 
This LoA is issued pursuant to the MoU and all general conditions of the MoU are applicable to this agreement.

2.0 Purpose

This Letter of Agreement (LoA) is designed to foster a friendly relationship through mutual cooperation in areas of common interest between Partner Organisation and the University of the South Pacific (Department/Faculty) on xxxxx within the University. 

Initially, this agreement will focus on joint research and designing impact evaluation systems for selected projects; however, other initiatives with the same goal of improving access to quality basic education may be included under the aegis of this MoU.

4.0 Amendment

The parties to this LoA, by the signatures below of their authorized representatives, acknowledge having read and understood this LoA and agree to be bound by its terms and conditions. In the event that either party is legally restructured, the LoA shall continue to apply to the relevant parts of the successor entities, unless otherwise agreed;
5.0 Term of this LoA
This LoA shall commence on the date of latest signature and be in effect for x number of years, at which time it shall be reviewed for possible extension. Either party may terminate this LoA by written notification signed by the appropriate official of the institution initiating the notice. However, such notification must be received by the other party at least six months prior to the effective date of termination. Every year, the LoA will be reviewed by USP and Partner Organisation and amended where appropriate.
