HONORARY DEGREE NOMINATIONS

Our vision is to be a university of choice for outstanding students, faculty and staff from the South Pacific and the world.  We aspire to be the university that best integrates outstanding scholarship, inspired teaching, culture and traditions and real-life experiences.  As members of a diverse and dynamic learning community, we challenge one another to become thoughtful, engaged citizens and leaders, prepared to contribute to the betterment of a rapidly changing region and global society.

In celebration of this vision, the University of the South Pacific confers Honorary Degrees to a select group of individuals who have an exceptional record of distinction and achievement.  Honorees include world-and region- renown scholars and artists; celebrated and visionary public figures; prominent professional and community leaders; and educationalists. 
Honorary degrees for award are:

· Honorary degree of Doctor of Letters (DLitt), Doctor of Laws (LLD) or Doctor of Science (DSC).

· Honorary degree of Doctor of Letters (DLitt) and Doctor of Science may be awarded to a person on the ground of distinguished creative achievement as a scholar in a particular field, letters or the arts.

· Honorary degree of Doctor of Laws (LLD) may be awarded to a person on the ground of distinguished creative contribution in the service of the society, community or nation.
· Honorary Masters Degree.

You may nominate individuals from any country and of any nationality; however, we suggest you give particular attention to individuals who have had some connection with the University of the South Pacific.  We seek to recognize and celebrate outstanding individuals of diverse backgrounds and achievements.

A candidate for an honorary degree must attend a graduation ceremony to receive the degree in person, except in unusual circumstances and only at the discretion of Senate.  
ALL HONORARY DEGREE NOMINATIONS ARE STRICTLY CONFIDENTIAL

**  Potential nominees should never be aware they have 

been nominated or are under consideration. **

NOMINATION REQUIREMENTS
1. Nomination Form – include the names, addresses, telephone and fax numbers of the nominee, the nominator and referees.  Include a short chronological biography or brief summary detailing the nominee’s education and field of endeavour(s) and positions held. 

2. A letter of nomination outlining the reasons for the nomination.  

This letter of nomination is a very important component of the nomination.  It should be a clear statement of why the nominee should receive an honorary degree and include, as appropriate, information about the nominee’s community activities; national or regional activities; distinguished or notable professional achievements or service that reflects a high standard of excellence in his or her field; publications, research or creative work; and previous awards and recognition.  

3. The nominator should provide the names and contact details of the two referees to the Registrar whose office would then contact the referees to obtain supporting documents. The nominator should not be the person sending in the supporting documents.  
4. The Honorary Degrees Committee should also be allowed to seek out independent assessments and reports on the candidate in question.

The candidate’s curriculum vitae (CV), if available, or relevant biographical information.

You may include further supporting information including pertinent newspaper clippings and articles, or biographical information, but no more than 15 pages of additional supporting documentation will be reviewed.

CHECKLIST OF INFORMATION TO BE INCLUDED IN A COMPLETE NOMINATION PACKAGE:

· The completed nomination form, which must include:

· the candidate’s full name, address, telephone number, fax number, and email address;

· a brief summary of the candidate’s education, field of endeavour(s) and positions held; 

· the nominator’s name, address, telephone number, fax number, and email address;

· the referees names, addresses, telephone numbers, fax numbers, and email address

· The candidate’s curriculum vitae (CV) or relevant biographical information. 

· A signed and dated letter of nomination addressed to:

This letter of nomination should comprise a detailed specification and documentation of those of the candidate's achievements that the nominator believes qualify the candidate for consideration for an honorary degree. It should clearly describe why the nominee should receive an honorary degree and include, as appropriate, information about the nominee’s community activities; national or regional activities; distinguished or notable professional achievements or service that reflects a high standard of excellence in his or her field; publications, research or creative work; and previous awards and recognition.  

· Two (2) letters of support from two referees:

· describe the referee’s relationship with the candidate
· highlight specific contributions, details of the candidate’s career, extraordinary and pioneering accomplishments, unique characteristics, etc. that make the candidate worthy of the honour. Note: it is helpful if this description includes personal comments, indicating the referee is well acquainted with the individual and his or her accomplishments, however, it should not simply reiterate the information contained in the CV;
· highlight those outstanding characteristics that are not evident on the candidate’s CV.
Note: It is also particularly helpful if nominators and referees detail a connection that the candidate may have with the University of the South Pacific.
